1st to 12th, State Board) has been approved on Self-financed
from the academic year 2017-18 to upgrade the existing school. Subject to the
relevant Government Resolutions, Orders and Inspection Reports. Based on the
above grade 1 & 2 have been recognized up to 31.3.2022.

The above recognition is subject to the following conditions

1. The period of accreditation will not be extended and there will be no obligation
under any circumstances to give accreditation or affiliation after 8th standard.

2. The school will abide by the provisions of the Free and Compulsory Education
of Children Act, 2009 (RTE) (Annexure One) and the Maharashtra Right to Free
and Compulsory Education of Children Rules, 2011 (RTE) (Annexure Two).

3. The school will admit children from the nearest weaker sections and
disadvantaged groups in the first class up to a minimum of 25% of the number of
students in that class and provide them free and compulsory education till the
completion of primary education. However, this standard will also be followed in
the case of pre-primary classes.

4. For the children specified in paragraph 3, the school will be reimbursed as per
section 12 (2) of the Act.

5. The institution / school will not charge any capitation fee and will not bind the
child or his / her guardians or parents for any scrutiny.



6. No_child will be denied admission to school for reasons of religion, caste, or

etlhni(:'ity lace of birth, or any other reason for lack of proof of age.
7. (A) d admitted to the school shall be detained in the same class in which

(D) Every child who has completed primary education will be given a certificate
prescribed under Rule 23.

(E) Students with disabilities / special needs will be included as per the provisions
of the Act.

(F) Teachers with minimum qualifications prescribed under section 23 (1) of the
Act shall be appointed. However, teachers who do not meet the minimum
qualification on the date of commencement of the Act will have to amend the
minimum qualification within a period of 5 years.

(G) The teacher shall perform his / her duties specified in section 24 (1) of the Act,
and

(H) The school shall ensure that the teacher should not engage in private tutoring
activities. The school will follow the syllabus prepared on the basis of the syllabus
prescribed by the appropriate authority.

8. The school will give admission to the students as compared to the facilities
available in the school as prescribed in section 19 of the Act.

9. The school will comply with the standards and norms specified in Section 19 of
the Act. The facilities available at the time of previous inspection were as under:
